Henry Moore

Henry Moore is best known for his abstract monumental bronze sculptures which can be seen in many places around the world as public works of art. The subjects are usually abstractions of the human figure, typically mother-and-child or reclining figures. Interestingly, apart from a flirtation with family groups in the 1950s, the subject is nearly always a woman. Characteristically, Moore's figures are pierced, or contain hollow places. Many interpret the form of his reclining figures as references to the landscape and hills of Yorkshire where Moore was born.
