Homework- Composition and Cross hatching

Task 1:
Take a photograph of a dramatic scene. Look at examples of the film genre Film Noir for ideas. 
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Task 2:
Redraw the image using Cross-hatching. You can do this in pencil or pen, even biro.

Cross-hatching is a method of line drawing that describes light and shadow. The representation of light utilizes the white or openness of the page, while a density of crossed lines creates shadow.

[image: ]If you examine the value scale below, you can see how the light end (left) uses a simple pattern of parallel lines spaced widely apart to represent light. The dark end (right) layers criss-crossing lines to create a feeling of shadow.

	Level <5
You can use an image that you haven’t taken yourself, even one from this sheet.
Your image does not have to have a figure in it but should have some sort of dramatic lighting and show good control of cross-hatching.


	Level 6
A figure must appear in your own composition. There should be 8 different tones within the drawing.

	Level 7<
Building on the targets for level 6, consider the angle and curvature of the cross hatching to give the illusion of three dimensions.
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
