AS ART Unit 1.2: Diversity

Brief

The word diversity refers to `variety and difference’. Over the next 10 weeks you will develop a personal response to the theme. You must document the development of your ideas in your sketchbook and produce an ambitious piece or series of pieces outside your book during the last week of the project. 

Below are some of the key areas associated with the term diversity.

Choose one from the following starting points:

· Political viewpoints.  Conservative, Liberal, Labour, Green Party, and B.N.P all have very different ideas about how the country should be run. Many artists respond to political ideas by creating propaganda posters and satirical cartoons. ( Steve Bell, Graffiti artists such as Banksy etc.)

· Racial difference. Many artists and photographers have explored race and identity within their work   (Ingrid Pollard, Sonia Boyce, Yinka Shonibare Chris Ofilli, Do Ho Suh and  Kara Walker.)

· Disability has been explored by the artist Alison Lapper and Mark Quinn.

· Gender is an issue explored by the photographer Dela Grace and the contemporary artist Grayson Perry.

· Homosexuality and Identity themes have been explored by artists and photographers such as David Hockney, Derek Jarman, Robert Mapplethorpe, Catherine Opie and Gilbert and George.

· Religion has always provoked a diverse reaction in artists from early religious paintings that have a religious narrative to more recent and controversial contemporary depictions. (Hieronymous Bosch, Andreas Serrano)

· Language. There are 6,912 living languages in the world today. These are diverse in sound and script. Many artists have used the written word in their work including Jenny Holtzer, Barbra Kruger , Mark Wallinger, .

· Women. The diverse and changing role of women has inspired artists such Cindy Sherman, John Currin, Sarah Lucas and Judy Chicago.

· The diversity of mechanical forms, structures and the changing urban landscape has also inspired artists such as Naum Gabo, Balla, Gino Severini, Jean Tingley and Eduardo Paolozzi.
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Once you have chosen your theme you must:


Produce three drawings from direct observation linked to your theme.


Create a visual brainstorm / collage around your theme.


Research 1 artist. (Use the prompts on the other side of this sheet to help you focus your comments.)
