GCSE Art Exam: Tasks and evidencing work in your sketchbooks.
Everything on this list must be complete by period 5 Tuesday 11th March. 

1. Create a hybrid creature 
· Collages a photo of yourself and an animal. Alternatively create animal hybrids using two or more animals.
· Trace and transfer your collage onto a silver backed piece of packaging.
· Score the lines  including textures and tones.
· Ink and print. You can add water colour washes to the prints.
· Evidence: original collage, tracing, plate and prints. Explain the process and www, ebi.
· Make connections to either: ‘Exquisite Corpse’ by the Chapman brothers, Dogface by Myrto Williams or Hybrid Animals by Nicholas Di Genova. Discuss technique, concept and subject matter. Include images by your chosen artist
2. Half term homework- see the back of this sheet.
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Room Alteration

· Take a photo of a room at home and print this A4 or A3 size. 

· Work on top of your photocopy to graffiti one side of the room. 
· Look at the work by the artist Tilt who has just completed an interior design work for the Au Vieux Panier hotel in Marseille, France.  

· Evidence in your sketchbook- before and after.
4. Layered portrait #1

· Using 2 sheets of acetate, layer a photo of you with images of foliage. Make a detailed tonal drawing of the double image. 
· Alternatively create this layered effect on photoshop.

· Annotate and show your process.

· Make reference to the work of Christoffer Relander . Include images
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Layered portrait #2
· Create a combined portrait of yourself and a friend or family member using collage techniques (see John Stezaker image to the right).  
· These can be create using horizontal strips, or random shapes as long as they create a combined portrait.

· Your sketchbook should include a before and after image, connections to the photographer and www, ebi.
6. Clay Tiles
· Press man-made objects into clay to create natural patterns.
· Use keys, nails, scissors, computer chips, wires, staples, paper-clips, wires etc to create natural looking shapes inspired  by Ernst Haekel.
· Fire and glaze.
· Include images by Ernst Haekel. Explain what his intentions were.

7. Gallery visit: Richard Hamilton.

· Richard Hamilton exhibition at the Tate Modern (http://www.tate.org.uk/whats-on/tate-modern/exhibition/richard-hamilton)

· Complete tasks set for the gallery and those set to complete after the visit.
