Homework- Publicity

Now that your film s nearly finished you need to design a poster to publicise it.

Follow these guidelines to creating a great poster:
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1. The first step, and the one most important for designers, is attention – grabbing the attention of passers-by and encouraging them to look. By using the film’s characters or a major plot point, designers can establish some level of plot while still gaining the attention of anyone that views the poster.
2. Interest – create an incentive to see the film. Many of the best modern film posters use pictures that put the viewer in the middle of a scene from the film, creating tension and a major incentive.
3. It often helps to have a key focus within the image that captures the viewer’s eye and draws them in.
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4. The poster should communicate the message clearly with good typography.

5. Choose colours carefully. It’s a good idea to limit yourself to a few colours that are similar rather than have many different colours. 

6. You could try to create a ‘double take’ effect when the image is not quite what it seems at first and layers gradually reveal themselves. (Look at the Star Wars image on the left)
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7. Be true to your genre. Look at other posters within your genre and identify the key attributes.

8. Use the poster as an opportunity to introduce the characters.
