Task 1: Create a response using biro. 
1. Select the text you want to keep by circling it in pencil. 
2. Create pathways between the words so that the viewer can read the text in order.
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3. Plan your design. Straight line, diagonal or geometric shapes filled with lines. Keep it simple.
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Use a ruler to create neat designs that cover the unwanted text. Do not cover over the pathways you have drawn.
Task 2: Colour response
