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Level 5

· Work back into a found image of a celebrity of your choice. (You will need 4 copies of the same image- trace or print the image you have chosen four times before continuing with the next steps)
· In each image use different colours and different media to rework your found image. 

· Use bold flat colour and strong tonal contrasts. 

Level 6

Draw a celebrity of your choice working from the same found image. 

Repeat this task 4 times across 4 pages. 

In each image you must demonstrate a different formal element and different media:

· One line drawing (no shading)

· One tonal drawing (strong contrast)

· Two different colour drawings (consider colour harmony)

Level 7 to 8

· Create 4 colour studies using different media in your sketchbook of a celebrity of your choice working in response to either Andy Warhol's Marilyn series or the work of Elizabeth Peyton. 

· Working from your most successful study….

· Paint your chosen celebrity (on canvas or board). 

· Use bold colour to achieve the desired effect.

· Photograph your final piece and put it in your sketchbook. Don’t forget to also bring your piece on board or canvas to school.
